Will Provide Funding for Up to Three Years
Lansdowne, VA, November 2, 2010 — The Jack Kent Cooke Foundation, a private foundation dedicated to advancing the education of exceptionally promising students with significant financial need, today launched a new graduate scholarship to help cultivate the next generation of great artists. The Jack Kent Cooke Graduate Arts Award, worth up to $50,000 per year for up to three years, will recognize and reward the nation’s most promising up-and-coming artists from lower-income backgrounds with one of the most generous graduate scholarships in the visual and performing arts and creative writing.  
The Jack Kent Cooke Graduate Arts Award will enable students who have significant artistic merit and outstanding academic achievement to complete a graduate degree in the visual arts, performing arts, or creative writing.  It will provide funding for tuition, room, board, required fees, and books.  The Foundation anticipates awarding 10 scholarships in 2011, with more scholarships possible in subsequent years. Artistic disciplines eligible for the award include music, performing arts (including dance and theater), visual arts (including film, painting, sculpture, and photography) and creative writing. 
“Artists of all backgrounds who have passion and talent deserve to be supported and encouraged,” said Lawrence Kutner, Ph.D., executive director of the Jack Kent Cooke Foundation. “This award will make is possible for many promising artists to continue to develop their talents in ways that otherwise might not be within their reach.”  
The Foundation also supports youth in the arts through various programs and grant making initiatives, including the Jack Kent Cooke Young Artist Award, which recognizes young classical musicians with live radio and television performances, scholarships and training in collaboration with the National Public Radio program From the Top and outstanding young visual artists and writers in grades 7-11 in collaboration with the Alliance for Young Artists & Writers.
